Calculating Area of a Circle
Pi (3.142) x r2 (radius squared) = sf area

EXAMPLE:  18’ Diameter Circle
3.142 (pi) x 81 (9x9=81, radius is equal to ½ of diameter) = 255 square feet

Hypotenuse of a Right Triangle
To find the hypotenuse of a right triangle, the square root of the sum of the squares of the shorter
legs must be used.  This is the formula used to find the value of c.

Calculating Volume
To determine the amount of material needed for your application, use the following formula and
add any required compaction factor necessary:

            Area  (sq ft)  x  Depth of  Material Needed (ft) =  Cubic Yards
27 cubic feet per cubic yard
